For meritorious
achievement while participating in an @erfal flight at Port Moresty,
New Cuinea, on 5 September 1943. At 0825 on S5 September 1943, General
MacArthur departed Port loresby Airfield in a B~17 Domber called the
"Talisman® and personally lead the American paratroops on the very
successful and important jump against the Nadzab airstrip. Ceneral
HacArthur flew through enemy-infested air lanes and skillfully direct-
ed this historic operation which was accomplished with the great-

est success and made possible the later landings of Australian air-
borne troops and the cloging of the western inland approaches of the
Markham Vallev. Ceneral MacArthur remained over the combat area until
all paratroops had landed and witnessed the actions of our troops in
the initial contact with the enemy in this battle.
